NOTE: 
RMS1780-01-D and RMS1780-02-D are parallel firmware revisions. They are functionally 
identical, with the exceptions noted below:

1. The firmware now provides a simple mechanism to reset back to Factory default values all 
configuration parameters in non-volatile memory (NVM). Unlike other alternate options, it 
does not require connection to any terminal/computer. To reset NVM parameters simply 
press the PA and CHART keys on the control panel simultaneously, immediately after power 
on, and continue to do so throughout the initialization (self-testing) sequence until the 
message ‘NVM KEY’ appears in the display.
